Nick Pearce spoke to the Club on the 23 March about 
the funding and use of the Dorset & Somerset Air 
Ambulance.

The air ambulance can reach anywhere in its area 
within 19 minutes reducing the time seriously injured 
patients have to wait for medical attention. It costs 
£3800 per day to run so charity fund raising is a big 
issue.  Fortunately a major sponsor is Rotary and the 
helicopter sports the Rotary logo.
