Five Spies 
 
Speaking without notes Rotarian Peter 
Budd (Nailsea & Backwell RC) entertained 
the Club to a fascinating talk on how 
espionage and the work of spies changed 
the course of wars at the meeting on 15 
June.  His interest in the subject stemmed 
from his initial days when he joined the 
Royal Navy Special Branch in 1943.  He 
listened in to German, Russian and 
Japanese radio messages as part of the 
work of Bletchley Park. 

He told the Club of the work of Russian, 
German and British spies.  The course of D-
Day was greatly influenced by the work of 
double agent Garbo who convinced Hitler 
that the invasion would come from Dover 
and the east of the country.  Six panzer 
divisions were as a result held back behind 
Paris when D Day came as Hitler was 
convinced that the real invasion would be at 
Calais.  If they had been deployed to 
Normandy the course of the war may have 
been very different. 

Richard Fox gave the vote of thanks which he 
enjoyed doing because of his love of James Bond 
stories!  The wine was won by Rtn Len Jenkins. 
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��� � resident Elect Jacqui Howard-Brown introduced her team and set out he plans for the coming year at the Club 
Assembly on the 8th June. Sadly attendance was considerably down (15 apologies) from the normal for each 
week on what arguably is the most important meeting of the year. 
 

��� � ssistant District Governor, Rotarian Allan Taylor of the Thornbury RC was present representing the District 
Governor.  He had been warmly welcomed by President Chris May and President Elect Jacqui H-B.  Jacqui 
spoke of her year to come and her wish to meet the aims of Rotary and to help in the bridging of continents in 
the 3 year RI plan.  She will continue to encourage the ethos of ‘Fun with a Purpose’ within the Club.  She aims 
to continue to increase membership with a ‘quality rather than quantity’ approach.  “Our Club” she stated “is in 
the enviable position of having a member under the age of 30 and of having just had a President in his 30’s.”  
   

���� acqui spoke of her wish to support the following charities in her year: Cancer research UK, Macmillan Nurses, 
Cystic Fibrosis.  All of which she said she had personal experience of through members of her or her husbands 
family.  He was setting no targets as such for the year but hoped that we could exceed the fantastic sum of 
£17000 raised this year for charities.  The Club is justly proud of having the only Rotakids group in the District 
and in the South West and she would continue to support this and encourage the forming of another group n 
another school. Jacqui spoke of communication within the Club, praising the Possett and the website but felt we 
needed t look at the circulating of lists for events as often members failed to see these. Jacqui also announced 
the introduction of a member saying Grace each week.  Names for this are now part of the Possett programme 
with member duties outlined each week.  She said that this Club can achieve and that Rotary is a great 
organisation worldwide and are we are proud to be part of it. 
 

��� � ommittee Chairmen then were introduced and spoke of their plans for their committees. Unfortunately 
several were away and their reports were read out by Jacqui. In brief these included a continuing support for 
Youth through the existing Young Chef, Young Innovator and Young Musician competitions and another attempt 
at forming an Interact Club.  Membership will be a focus for the Immediate Past President along with younger 
members of the Club. The Club website was to be further improved and up dated in order to attract members.  
International aim would be to continue to support the District Emergency Fund and to purchase Shelterboxes 
and Aquaboxes.  The Swimathon will be major focus for fund raising as it also is a major community project 
undertaken each year. Maybe we will exceed this year’s record breaking number of entries (74).   
 

��� � ssistant Governor Allan Taylor spoke about the plans for the coming year and praised the Club.  He brought 
greetings from Thornbury and from the District Governor Elect.  He encouraged the Club to work towards 
another Presidential Citation and to consider the Nepalese project.  He encouraged the Club to attend the 
District Conference which will be at a new enue next year ~ 8 - 10 April, Warwick University.  He envied the 
Clubs vitality and could see why we were such a successful Club.   
 

��� � resident Chris May thanked both Jacqui and her team for their reports and he warmly thanked Assistant 
District Governor Allan for his kind words of encouragement and praise. Our Club’s regards were passed on to 
the Thornbury Club.
